Gender.—With respect to Gender, the rules laid

down in the Grammars of Shakespear and Yates for

the Hindoostani language, are equally applicable to the
Punjabee. The same difficulty, however, exists in dis-

criminating the Genders of Nouns aright, and practice

alone must be appealed to, as the only sure guide. The
terms murddnu and junanu, are used in Punjabee, to

express the Masculine and Feminine.
Number.—The numbers are two, singular and plural.

The plural termination of all nouns, whether Masculine,
or Feminine, is an ; thus

in Punjabee, the adjective, substantive, and verb, very
frequently all take the plural terminations in the same
sentence.

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hueji—the Queen has many beautiful slaves attending
upon her.

To denote the comparative and superlative degrees,
no peculiar form of adjectives exist in Punjabee, but
the following examples will show how such are usually
conveyed.

The adjunct of similitude, which in Hindoostani is sa,

is expressed in Punjabee by the words jiha, vurga, or

wurga, which, like sa, change their finals, so as to agree

with the nouns they qualify.

The Past Future—Is obtained by the application of

the auxiliary future to the past participle, as o goundee

howe, she may, or will be singing.

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The Past Conditional or Optative.—By the addition of

the present indefinite to the past participle, with a con-

ditional or optative adverb as jet ha muen hold hoonda.

If I had spoken. When two or more words come toge-

ther, each of which might take the nasal termination n

or an, the sign is usually dropped in Hindoostani, but in

Punjabee, as has been before remarked, the adjective

pronoun, noun, and verb, frequently take the termina-

tion an in the same sentence.

The Present Definite or Present Present—Is formed by
the addition of the auxiliary present to the present par-

By the present indefinite tense, moreover, with a con-
ditional conjunction or adverb of wishing, expressed or
understood, the conditional or optative sense may be
expressed, as jethd muen jubdn hoo hungdd tdn, huhoot

khooshee ndl koondd. If I could speak the language,
then I would with pleasure speak.

When several plural feminines meet together, which
would regularly end in een or eedn, the numerical sign

n or an is omitted in Hindoostani in all such words
but the last. In Punjabee, on the contrary, as has been
before observed, the terminations frequently occur toge-

ther, thus o teemeedn nmrydn gyeedn, huen, they (females)

have been beaten.

The Future Indefinite or Aorist—Is formed by affixing

to the root the terminations hdn, e, e, for the singular,

and hen^ o hen for the plural.

My orders are, that you
make up the medicines

required for the sick in

hospital with your own
hand.

Native Doctors to leave

the duty of preparing

the doses of medicine to

the dresser, or even to a

bearer.

This is a most shameful
practice.

It is a practice liable to be
attended with disaster-

ous consequences.

If you do so, I shall report

you to the Superinten-

ding Surgeon.

The medicines are under
your charge, and you
must take great care of

them.

Some Medical Officers are

of opinion that Native
Doctors are accustomed
to steal certain of the
more valuable medicines.

Medicines such as Calomel,
Tartar Emetic, Opium,
Castor Oil,&c. may with-
out doubt be easily dis-

posed of, and find a ready
sale.
